	Impact

	Book colour banding all reading books. 
	The book banding is now complete to allow children to be given appropriate texts to read at home.


	A new Literature Spine was produced for all year groups from Nursery to Year 6. 

Early Years and Year 1 texts were divided up on the Literature Spine into texts to base their learning around and texts which they read for pleasure.

	Staff now have a document showing suitable texts which they can use to plan their English lessons with. The document ensures that each year group are accessing different texts and therefore children are not using a text for a unit of work more than once. 


	Supported staff with strategies to use for Guided reading and supported new staff with the planning format that we use across the school. 


	Staff now have strategies and the same planning format if they are using the reciprocal reading technique. Guided reading planning will be monitored next term. 

	Guided reading monitored across the school from Year 1 to Year 6.


	Feedback was given on the structure of the lesson, questioning, inference and deduction skills, clarifying and summarising. Staff were asked to develop guided reading for lower ability children by sharing a story and asking relevant questions. Feedback was also given on modelling book talk e,g. reading voice and thinking voice. 


	Book Week was organised and enjoyed by the whole school.
· David Almond (author) worked with Year 5 and 6.

· Mark Carton (author) worked with Year 3 and Year 4.

· Liz Million (illustrator) worked with Year2, Year1, Reception and Nursery.

· Nursery to Year 4 sent representatives from each class on a visit to Waterstones to collect a book for each child in exchange for the World Book Day token.

· World Book Day dress up day organised and special assembly where staff shared their favourite children’s books. 

· Ordered copies of David Almond’s DVD ‘Skellig’ which all classes from Y2 to Y6 watched in preparation for David Almond’s visit.  

· Art work produced to link with the Arts Mark 


	Children were given opportunities to meet authors/illustrators during the week and staff were able to promote the love of reading. Children’s aspirations were also raised especially in Key Stage 1 where the children became illustrators with Liz Million.
All of Key Stage 1 and Key Stage 2 participated in special ‘Meet the author/illustrator’ assemblies which allowed them to find out more information by asking questions. 

The Waterstones visits allowed each child in the school to take home a ‘World Book Day’ book as many children would not have exchanged the token themselves if we had just given the tokens out. The children who went also were given the experience of visiting a book shop. 



	Literature Works meeting attended

	An opportunity to meet the other Literature Works teachers from other schools. We had the opportunity during the meeting to visit the City Library stock of class texts. This resource has been shared with staff to allow them to access this service. 


	Literature Works author visit for Year 1- Simon Puttock. Year 1 met the author Simon Puttock after they had completed the Literature Works unit on his books. 


	Year 1 children were given the opportunity to meet an author they had been studying and to use their speaking and listening skills to ask him questions at an ‘Ask the Author’ session. 



	Meeting with Literature Works consultant Eric Ferguson for support to deliver Literature Works across the school.


	Ideas for poetry were shared with Key Stage 2 lead to support Year 3 and 4 with the planning and teaching of this area of the curriculum. 
Support given with regard to planning a planning scrutiny. 



	Led moderating judgements in writing phase meeting.

	Year 1 and 2 staff were able to look at samples of work from across the 4 classes to find evidence to assess if the selected children were on track. Staff gained knowledge of the curriculum of the year group above or below the one they currently teach. 


	Moderator training - Local Authority moderation exam successfully passed to become a Key Stage 1 moderator in the Summer Term.
	Through attending the training, examples of expected standard Year 2 writing were brought back to school. These documents will be shared with the relevant staff at a future staff meeting to help support accurate end of year assessment judgements. This will also allow me to support Bridgewater staff across the key stage with making judgements in reading and writing. 

	Spelling Policy updated to reflect the changes that have been implemented this year e,g, Read Write Inc. 

	There is now an up to date policy for the staff/visitors/ parents to refer to when needed. 


	Reading Resilience training for staff. 

	Staff now have ideas of how to support the children to develop this area to help prepare them for tests and assessments. 


	Library visit every week for one class. 


	Children have had the experience of visiting a library and borrowing a book. All year groups were encouraged to bring back the library ticket forms to get their own library ticket to borrow books independently and use the library services to help with homework and revision.

· Monitor planning to ensure the full curriculum is being covered. 
· Monitor reciprocal/guided reading across KS1 and KS2.
