	Strengths

	Staff are continuing to move children forward to the new curriculum expectations.
Staff knowledge of the new curriculum is developing.
There is clearer evidence of reasoning (school priority) through planning and work scrutiny.
KS2 SAT results exceptional with 86% achieving age related expectations or above with more than 30% achieving greater depth. This was achieved through a focus on the arithmetic and extra emphasis on reasoning.
KS1 SAT results 74% achieved age related expectations or above which is slightly down on last year’s results. However, there is an increase to 19% achieving greater depth.

	Support KS2 maths SATs through monitoring and supervision.
	SATs delivered smoothly to ensure all children were able to access appropriately.

	Attended Mike Askew the 5 Big Ideas training day – 
	Shared mini reasoning lessons and discussions about children’s understanding shown through how they discuss e.g. graphs or understanding of number size by how they position numbers on a number line.

Mini reasoning lessons shared with years 2 to 6 staff to encourage staff to get children to solve a question and see how the next question relates to what they have learnt in the first question.
Consider how we teach multiplying an dividing numbers by 10 and 100 – look at sharing the idea through story e.g. the beanstalk grew 10 times bigger.

	Algebraic reasoning course – final session maths co-ordinator and year 6 teacher attended
	Ideas shared amongst staff and the year 6 teacher integrated the many exceptional ideas into their teaching leading to excellent year 6 SAT results with 86% at age related expectations or above. 

	Discussed balanced equations with year 5  teacher and gave a resource to support with this from the algebraic reasoning course.
	Children really enjoyed the task working in mixed abilities, supporting and challenging each other

	Years 4, 5 and 6 are regularly using this website to keep basic arithmetic skills sharp. 

	Reception requested some maths resources for further developing Reception maths
	Requested resources ordered ready for use in September.

	Calculation policy – updating the mental methods sections and clarifying when it is appropriate to move on to more formal methods.
	Keep reminding staff to ensure children have  a clear understanding of place value before moving on to more formal methods. What does 327 – 147 look like? Encourage more practical and visual ways of looking at math calculations.

	Setting up usernames and passwords for new staff commencing in September
	Staff to be ready for September start.

	Working with students on placement in year 4 – sharing of mathematical knowledge and school policies to ensure a good understanding is shared with children when teaching.
	Students and pupils have the correct mathematical knowledge shared.

	Informal discussions with year 3 to 5 staff on activities and ideas that can be done in class encouraging creativity and ideas to move the learning on.
	Discussions also clarified understanding of methods to be used. As a school we will use expanded methods to develop the children’s secure understanding of number before moving on to formal methods e.g. if they don’t know their times tables don’t move on to the bus stop method for division.
