	Met with Year 2 teacher about new target sheets for Year 2 assessment framework. Checked new assessment framework statements for writing against the statements from last years document on the local authority grid. 


	New target sheets were used for writing which enable staff to be assessing against the new assessment framework from the Autumn term.  

	Audit of dictionaries across the Key Stage completed and a new set of dictionaries ordered. 
	It was identified that more dictionaries for KS1 needed to be ordered. Suitable dictionaries for each year group were researched and an order placed. The children now have suitable dictionaries to support their learning.
