This is what we're doing this term!

English

We will begin this term by doing lots of speaking and listening skills and the
children will continue with the Read Write Inc. programme we follow as a
school. In English we will be looking at stories that link to our topic which is
Me, Myself and I, and also doing work around where we live .We will be
promoting a love of reading and encourage the children to read often in
school. In writing, the children will continue to work on letter formation and
writing their ideas in full sentences.

Mathematics

We are continuing to focus on counting and number formation and recording
in numerals and words this half term. We will begin with the number system
and place value which involves knowing what a number is and what it is
worth and counting forwards and backwards from given number. We will
begin addition and subtraction this term aswell.

Science

[n science we will be developing an understanding of the world. The
children will be encouraged to be curious and ask questions about what they
notice in the world around them. This term we are going to learn about our
body and look at our senses. We will also look at the changes in autumn.

ICT

The children will have he opportunity develop their basic computing skills.
They will also learn to use technology safely and respectfully, keeping
personal information private.

Geography

The children will be learning about our local area and where we live. We will
be looking at the different landscapes that we have on our doorstep and
finding out about these places. We shall be using digital cameras to
photograph our local area.

History

We shall find out about what our area was like long ago. Comparing pictures
of Scotswood and Newcastle from past and present. We will look at toys and
how they have changed over the years.

Art &
Design

We will be working with St James’ church and to create pieces of Autumn
artwork. We will also be creating pieces of art in the style of the artist Picas-
so and Seurat.

PSCHE

We are using ‘zones of requlation’ and the children will be talking about
feelings, the feelings of others and what they can do to help their friends.

Music
